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Jacob, son of Isaac, son of Abraham, had a twin brother Esau. They
fought even in the womb, the story goes. Esau was the first born, but
Jacob was on his heels from moment of their birth. Esau grew up to be a
large burly man who loved hunting and was probably a very intimidating
warrior. Jacob, on the other hand, was a trickster of sorts. He won the
birthright from Esau in exchange for a bowl of stew, tricked his blind
father into thinking he was Esau to get Isaac’s blessing, and later won a
large part of his father-in-law’s animals. Because of all this, Jacob was
not the most loved among others.

At one point, he returns from his father-in-law’ s and comes to meet Esau.
In response, Esau sets out with 400 warriors; it looked like Esau was
going to crush this trickster once and for al! The night before he is to
encounter Esau, he sends his family across the river, and he is left alone
with a messenger from God in human form. They fight long into the night
until the angel realized he cannot win so he strikes Jacob’s hip and injures
him. Despite the injury, Jacob manages to pin the angel and prevail the
story says.

After this encounter, Jacob is changed. The change is symbolized in his
name; heis no longer Jacob, but Israel — one who contends with God. The
next day he encounters his brother. Rather than fighting, they embrace.
Rather than hating, they love. Interestingly, though, rather than walking
together as fellow warriors, Jacob says to Esau, “Let my lord, then, go on .
